Appendix 3

Example Description
The house where I grew up
I’m going to describe to you the house I first remember living in as a child.
It was a tiny, terraced house, with two rooms downstairs and two rooms upstairs. It was old and so very dark inside. I remember an enormous table in the centre of the living room with a thick, velvet cloth over it. It usually had an ugly, china vase in the middle of it with fresh flowers in. I used to hide under the table and laugh out loud when the adults “discovered” me.
There was a little, white, ceramic sink in the corner of the kitchen and a strong smell of damp and cooking vegetables all around the place. The back door was wooden and there was a stone step down into the garden which was rather difficult for me to get down. 
My dad used to grow vegetables in the garden and mum used to hang out the washing on a line. There was an old, rusty, wire fence running along the side of it.   I used to swing on the wire fence and called Fred our elderly neighbour. He used to come out and feed me with forkfuls of boiled cabbage.
 “’ere y’are matey,” he used to say.
However, for me it was home, cosy and warm with a smoky, coal fire typical of those times. There were rag mats* and rugs all over the floor which were comfortable to lie on. I don’t remember chairs at all, I was probably too small to sit on them!  
We had a golden dog called Sandy. He was a lazy pooch** with long, smelly ears, who slept on the rugs with me and ate our dinner-time leftovers!
Not a very beautiful house, but home!
